FPAN walks thru unchartered waters to provide SRHR services
After the complete lockdown in March 2020, government 
of Nepal shifted its focus on COVID 19 response. 
During the outset of COVID 19 lockdown, FPAN took the 
responsibility to regularize its SRH services. It was one of 
the first organizations in Nepal to provide SRH services 

during lockdown, where by our services went down by 
15% compared to 2019 and within that period we were 
able to reached 30% young clients who were more 
vulnerable SRH group and reached 90% vulnerable and 
marginalized groups.

Advocacy Mantra

Following the second lockdown in late April 2021, 
FPAN accepted responsibility for regularizing 
its SRH and helpline services during COVID - 
19 first wave pandemic to respond to SRHR, as 
the lockdown situation could result in increased 
maternal mortality and unsafe abortion due to 
travel restrictions.  

FPAN also lobbied with the government, in 
collaboration with partner organizations, to 
include CSE in the Ministry of Education’s recently 
drafted Education Sector Plan.  Dr. Naresh Pratap 
KC, FPAN Administrator, sent an e-copy of appeal 
letter to the Ministry, requesting that CSE be 
integrated into the Education Sector Plan. FPAN 
gathered necessary inputs received from partner 
organizations and forwarded it to the Ministry. 

During COVID-19 in 2020, FPAN collaborated with 
other organizations to advocate for homebased 
services and was successful in bringing an 
Interim Reproductive Maternal and Neonatal Care 
Health Guideline to respond to SRHR through 
home-based services, with FPAN serving on the 
guideline’s drafting committee. 

Helpline Service – 16600145000 is operational 

every day from 7:00 am to 7:00 pm to respond 

SRHR during COVID -19. We served more than 

7000 clients through helpline and mostly the 

caller of age group 25-49 years was higher 

than those from other groups. Among all callers, 

majority of the callers curious were about 

Sexuality, Family Planning and Safe Abortion 

respectively.

Established in 1959, the Family Planning Association of Nepal (FPAN) is Nepal’s first national 
sexual and reproductive health (SRH) service delivery and advocacy organization. We (FPAN) are 
a member of the International Planned Parenthood Federation (IPPF) which makes us part of a 
locally owned, globally connected civil society movement that provides and enables services, and 
champions sexual and reproductive health and rights for all, especially the underserved. Since last 
62 years FPAN in Nepal is presenting itself as a champion as a national healthcare provider and 
advocate of sexual and reproductive rights.

Government of Nepal has announced complete lockdown since the second case reported 
in March, 2020 which results to the closet of SRH service delivery points by shifting 
its focus to the C19 response. 

Subhash Chandra Shrestha (Act DG, FPAN) highlighted that FPAN took the responsibility to regularize 
SRH services in this emergency situation and has been one of the first organizations to give the SRH 
services during C19 emergency in Nepal. From the very beginning of the outbreak of C19 lockdown, 
FPAN managed the necessary PPEs for its service providers to continue the services in accordance 
with the standards of World Health Organization and Ministry of Health and Population. FPAN became 
successful to respond the SRH and Child immunization need of the community through the clinics 

with the standard of C19 response.

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Integrated Family Planning Camps
In the past quarter (Jan-March 2020), FPAN’s 17 branches 
and central clinic held nearly 156 mobile camps to provide 
high-quality voluntary surgical contraceptive (VSC) services, 
as well as counseling, long-acting and short-acting family 
planning contraceptive services. The mobile camps helped 
a total of 3,136 service seekers / clients, the majority of 
whom were from the disadvantaged and marginalized 
communities. The VSC camps were planned in collaboration 
and close coordination with district health offices and the 
National Family Welfare Division.

The VSC services have helped to accomplish a total of 
36,933 couple years of protection (CYP). FPAN has been 
successful in breaking the seasonality effects in VSC 
services, such as minilap and non-scalpel vasectomy, during 
the past few years. In past most of the VSC camps used to 
be organized in winter as practically all clients preferred 
winter season for the VSC services. Nevertheless, this year 
we saw a large number of clients seeking VSC services in 
summer season as well.

SPRINT - COVID 19 Humanitarian Relief
SPRINT emergency project funded by Australian Aid and 
supported Kumari Bank / Sanima Bank and NMB Bank; FPAN 
was one of the first organizations in Nepal to respond to first 
wave of COVID 19 in 2020. 

The COVID-19 pandemic and its consequences are 
negatively affecting the availability of and access to basic 
services, including sexual and reproductive health (SRH) 
care, and is further exacerbating existing inequalities. 
Family Planning Association of Nepal’s services were also 
in peril impacted by the spread of COVID-19, as service 
delivery points were forced to close and some operations 
have had to be suspended. Nevertheless, with the support 
from Australian Aid, Kumari Bank, Central District Office, 
Family Welfare Department, concerned line Ministries FPAN 
was able to resume its services in 15 district branches (12 
family health clinics, 17 community clinics and 148 CBD 
workers) from first week of April 2020. As of 19 October, 
there were 136,036 COVID-19 positive cases with 757 
deaths reported in Nepal.

Mobile Family Planning Camp, Daud Health Post, Doti
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GCACI Overview
Since May 2007, Nepal has become the first country in 
South Asia to be accepted by an anonymous donor for a 
global initiative on comprehensive abortion treatment. 
With this fund, an anonymous donor provides strong 
support to FPAN in improving its clinics to meet IPPF level 
of quality of care, enhancing capacity building for service 
providers to provide quality services, and strengthening 
the provision of comprehensive abortion care services in 
its clinics. Although a restricted-funded initiative, the GCACI 
has a significant contribution to the core of FPAN abortion 
program both in terms of services and medical/clinical 
human resources support. 

PACKARD: Strengthening Young Peoples 
Access to Sigma Free Abortion Info & 
Services
The project’s ultimate goal is to improve young people’s 
access to stigma-free abortion, as well as education 
and resources. Its mission is to expand access to and 
availability of quality preventive and curative care for 
hard-to-reach, vulnerable, migrants, and young people in 
order to minimize stigma around abortion.

GGR Emergency Fund 
From April 2018 to March 2020, the project “Scaling up 
Family Planning and Reproductive Health Services in 
selected Districts of Nepal (GGR Emergency Fund)” was 
introduced through funds received from She Decides 
Campaign. The project had a compelling obligation to 
fill the gaps in SRH services caused by the GAG Rule’s 
imposition. Apart from that, closing service gaps, the 
ability of the health workforce, and improving the 
structural foundations of community agencies are all 
critical obligations that ultimately accompany the delivery 
of SRH services under this grant.

UNFPA: Young people have Skills, Knowledge 
to make informed  decisions for Health & Well-
being & to participate in decision making
This project was started in 2018 and is sponsored by UNFPA, 
UNESCO, KOICA, and DFAT. Every teenager and youth, especially 
adolescent girls, have the right to sexual and reproductive 
health and rights in all circumstances. FPAN carried out all 
advocacy-related activities as well as the capacity building of 
school teachers through CSE basic and refresher training under 
this project.

JOICFP: Improve young people to access 
Comprehensive Sexuality Education (CSE) 
Even though CSE is now part of the school curriculum, there 
is a shortage of CSE learning and teaching environments in 
schools. It’s because of CSE’s poor content and efficiency, 
untrained instructors, a shortage of reference materials, 
taboo, and hesitancy. Furthermore, there has been a large 
dropout rate in secondary schools.

As a result, a significant number of young people have 
dropped out of school. The project aims to improve the 
learning and teaching experience in classrooms, as well as 
to reach out to young people who are not in school. 

Women’s access to integrated SRH-HIV 
services in earthquake-affected districts 
of Nepal

A project sponsored by the Japanese Trust Fund and 
implemented by the Family Planning Association of 
Nepal. The project runs from October 2019 to September 
2021 in three Nepalese districts: Kavre, Kathmandu, and 
Makawanpur. Its objective is to improve SRHR and HIV 
outcomes for vulnerable populations, especially women 
and adolescent girls, in those three earthquake-affected 
districts.
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Advancing SRHR of Persons with Disability 
(PWD) 
One billion people, or 15% of the global population 
experience some form of disability, with the prevalence 
of disability being higher in developing countries (national 
average percentage of PWD in Nepal is 1.96 percent).
ManyPWD are marginalized and their human rights are 
violated. Furthermore, their sexual and reproductive health 
(SRH) needs or their sexual rights are not fully recognized 
and acknowledged: they have often been denied their right 
to establish relationships or to decide whether to have a 
family, and many have faced forced sterilizations, abortions 
or marriages. PWD face discrimination and barriers to 
information and services, and encounter stigma and 
stereotypes especially when it comes to their sexuality. This 
project is instrumental in bringing about positive changes 
in those stigmas through national activities and rigorous 
learning and sharing of best practices.

FPAN participates at IWD 2021 National 
Women’s Meet

The International Women’s Day (IWD) was commemorated 
on March 8, 2021, by participating at women’s meet in 
collaboration with the Ministry of Women, Children, and 
Senior Citizen and other like-minded organizations. The 
event was packed with excited attendees carrying placards 
and yelling slogans about different problems that women 
faced. Individuals, women leaders, women networks, 
women with disabilities, women in defense, teachers, men 
who support women’s rights, members from national and 
international organizations, media workers, and others 
gathered in unity.

The program was a success thanks to everyone’s 
contributions with the participation of over 15,000 people.

Two women came to our clinic to seek abortion services. They claimed to 
have started walking from their houses in Thankot to the clinic at 4:00 a.m. 
and arrived at 10:00 a.m. When they arrived at our clinic, they were drained 
and tired. We performed the essential tests, yet, we found out one of them 
was 12 weekspregnant and needed immediate referral. They were, however, 
in no condition to travel to the referral center. We then drove them to a 
maternity hospital on FPAN vehicle. The client was relieved and impressed 
by our treatment provided to her. “We were very weary and hungry, and we 
didn’t have the stamina to go to a hospital,” the client explained. Thank you 
for helping me feel so much better, she added. 

Dr. Om Maharjan, FPAN Central Clinic, Lalitpur

We received a call from a woman who wanted to terminate her pregnancy 
because she already had two children. She couldn’t afford to have another 
kid, so she opted to terminate the pregnancy. She was in difficulty because of 
the prolonged lockdown and movement restrictions. She contacted FPAN for 
assistance, claiming that she didn’t even have 100 rupees with her to make 
the journey to FPAN Valley Clinic. Therefore, we sent her our pickup / drop 
vehicle and provided her with safe & free abortion and FP treatments at the 
FPAN Valley Clinic. “We know that corona is terrible, but as per our clients’ 
needs, unintended pregnancies, hunger, a lack of abortion, and a lack of FP 
services are all more dangerous than the corona virus. As a result, even in 
the midst of the pandemic, we are working to meet the needs of our clients.”
